These include islands, 

lakes, mountains and rivers, Roman ruins, medieval towns, churches and industrial 

buildings.

The roof was conical 

and stood on poles covered with branches or animal 

skins. Such dwellings existed in that part of the 

country in the Upper Paleolithic Period from 40,000 

to 12,000 years ago.

FAMOUS ARCHITECTS: NORMAN FOSTER 

 
Norman Foster was born in Manchester, England 

in 1935. He grew up in a working class family. 

At the age of 21, he began studying architecture 

at Manchester University. He took a variety of jobs to 

pay for tuition  ï from an ice-cream salesman to a night-

club bouncer. 

Now Norman Foster is famous for his numerous 

projects all over the world. The projects include: airport 

terminals, skyscrapers, museums and public buildings.  

His fresh approach to each project has changed 

many of the accepted rules of architecture. This is 

probably most evident in the field of airport design. His 

spacious and airy airports in London and Hong Kong 

are a design standard now.  

Fosterôs buildings have made him one of Britainôs 

most prolific  architects of his generation. Foster was 

awarded with the Pritzker Architecture Prize in 1999. 

He was the second British architect to win the Sterling 

Prize twice: the first for the American Air Museum in 

1998, and the second for St. Mary Axe in 2004.
